A. Introduction:
As per officially notified DGCI&S monthly export data, the export of Leather and Leather products for the period April – March 2018-19 touched US$ 5690.99 Mn as against the performance of US$ 5740.98 Mn in April – March 2017-18, recording a marginal decline of 0.87%.  In rupee terms, the export touched Rs.397930.43 Mn in April – March 2018-19 as against Rs.370034.14 Mn in April – March 2017-18, registering a positive growth of 7.54%.

· Export of different categories of Footwear holds a major share of about 51.09% in India’s total leather & leather product exports with a export value of US $ 2907.19 mn. This is followed by Leather Goods & Accessories with a share of 25.20%, Finished Leather 12.68%, Leather Garments 8.23% and Saddlery & Harness 2.80%.
· Except Finished Leather, Footwear Components & Leather Garments other product categories have shown positive growth.

· Large concentration of leather goods exporters are in the export range of Rs.3 lakh to Rs. 30 crore and about 90% are MSME units. 

· Leather Goods segment has the advantage of low labour cost, but productivity is less than Cambodia and China. Hence, new manufacturing techniques need to be brought in and financial support should be provided for training of workers on such techniques. In Leather goods, more and more fabric (i.e. Nylon + Leather) is being used for the Spring – Summer season 

· Duty Free Import Scheme is currently not available for cotton/synthetic leather goods and hence this should be considered2. Also, Merchandise Exports from India Scheme (MEIS) Benefits should be extended for such products, on par with leather products.

ELICITED VIEWS:

· Saddlery and Harness items are predominantly made in Kanpur since British era and India is the largest producer of these items in terms of quantity.  In value terms, our export is about 10% of the global exports. This product segment has been making positive growth in exports. Export of non-leather saddlery is increasing more than leather. 

· We were able to compete well in the global market in respect of products like horse rugs, riding apparel, saddles, bridles etc., on account of economic labour. The cost of Saddlery is more in overseas countries when compared to India. These items are predominantly made from vegetable tanned leather but production of non-leather items have doubled in one year. 

· There are about 363 tanneries in Kanpur with 3 CETPs. Except for 2 dozen tanneries in Unnao and 15 in Banthar, others are closed. The closure of tanneries in Kanpur has affected the sector and the adverse effect will be seen in exports in the coming months, as tanneries are still closed. 

· There is a need to have separate HS code for pet accessories.
· Shri Taj Alam had also given the Road Map for Saddlery & Harness Industry in India (2019) which is enclosed.
CHAIRMAN’S VIEWS:

· Asked for a note on the closure of tanneries and stated that the Regional Chairman (East), Kolkata is visiting CETP in Tamil Nadu as per directions of Government of West Bengal to study the CETP model. 
· Chairman, CLE also mentioned that about Rs.300 to Rs.400 crore funds are available under IFLADP which should have been taken.
